Cornell of Perley-Robertson, Hill McDougall,
inform us on the basics of ‘Employment Law’.
Megan addressed the topic of the Employment
Contract:

• An Employment contract is determined by
the minimum standards in the Employment
Standards Act, standards established in
common law and past practice.

• A written employment contract must be
current to be binding and must also comply
with the minimum standards in the
Employment Standards Act.

• A written contract should be comprehensive,
should, where possible, allow for discretion
on the part of the employer, should address
any non-competition and intellectual
property ownership issues (if relevant) and
should lay out a formula for the termination
of the employment relationship.

• Independent contractor agreements should
be carefully structured and advice should be
sought before relying on them.
